Parents and swimmers please read the following, sign and return to Coach Peggy’s folder.

Respect fellow teammates and opposing teams in the locker rooms as well as in the pool area and lobby.

The pool will open 15 minutes prior to practice.  Make sure a coach is present before you leave your child.  Do not “Drop and Run”.  Swimmers are to be picked up no later than 10 minutes after their practice session.

Coaches are not to be interrupted during the swim meets or during practice.  Wait until the meet or practice has concluded or places a note in the coach’s folder with your question or questions.  Coaches are available between practices for questions.

Each swimmer is responsible for their towel, cap, and goggles, etc.  Please mark your belongings.  Found items will be returned.

Please report to swim practice and meets on time and be ready to swim

Each swimmer has a folder in the mailboxes.  This is how we transmit information to you.  It is each swimmer’s responsibility to check their folder after every practice.

Parents you are as much a part of the swim club as the swimmers.  The club depends on YOU.  Parents are encouraged to volunteer.  Please ask one of the Officers and we will be happy to point you in the right direction.

During the school year if school is cancelled, so is practice.  No School – No Practice.
